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MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 6, 2024, SHINER HERITAGE QUILTERS MEETING

On August 6, 2024, President Janet Ferguson called the meeting to order and
welcomed the members of the Shiner Heritage Quilters. There were 32 members
and four visitors present.

The Guild members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Janet thanked the hostesses for the evening, Linda Parr, Margo Henderson, Darcy
Curtin and Pat Myers.

Janet then presented the Meeting Minutes for the July 2024 meeting and asked if
there were any corrections and there was a correction. The July minutes will be
amended and await approval at the September meeting.

Rae Nell presented the Treasurer’s Report for July 2024, and it will be filed for
audit.

Toni Rogers then asked for Sunshine and Shadows and birthdays were celebrated.

Janet turned the meeting over to Nola Bohuslav who introduced Sarah Hahn from
Seams Like Home quilt shop in Yorktown who presented a program on the “trip
around the world” block and presented different ways to incorporate it into
different designs.

Old Business:

Janet explained to the members that the bus trip would be cancelled due to low
participation.
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Janet called upon Margo, the committee chairman, for a report from the
Christmas tree committee. Margo explained that the theme is “Vintage.” There
was a discussion among the members about what kind of ornaments could be
used to be used. The discussion was tabled until the September meeting to give
members the opportunity to consider designed ideas.

Janet reminded everyone that Carolyn Janak has Christmas blocks packaged two
blocks per package. The completed blocks should be completed and returned at
the September meeting, at which time you will be able to select another packet.

Regarding the upcoming Christmas dinner, Brenda Fisseler reported that the
committee arranged to have the dinner catered at the Guild’s meeting room.
There will be a $5.00 reservation fee for the meal which will be donated to the
Shiner Food Bank. Janet asked if the members would like to play the left-and-right
game and the members agreed with a show of hands.

Janet asked about the Christmas gift exchange. After a discussion and a show of
hands it was determined that there should be approximately a $20 value for gifts.

Rae Nell thanked everyone for their help on the float for the Shiner Half Moon
Holidays parade. Irene also shared with the members the positive comments that
were received from the crowd.

Janet said that Pinkie has agreed to photograph the pictures of programs, show
and tell and other instances when needed. She would appreciate it if someone
else would agree to help her.

Janet asked if there was anyone who would be willing volunteer to act as the 2026
donation quilt chairman. Rae Nell said she would be willing to act as the
chairman.
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Janet brought up the Bluebonnet Ranch project for discussion. Janet distributed a
simple fence rail block pattern and had instructions for the completion of the
quilts and the approximate cost for fabric if purchased. After discussion, the
discussion was tabled until the September meeting.

New Business:

Janet passed around a copy of the proposed budget that drafted during the
August transition meeting. There was a discussion regarding certain areas of the
budget that may need adjustments.

Janet reminded everyone that annual dues are due in September and must be
paid in full by the November meeting. This gives the vice president of
membership time to prepare a new membership roster to distribute to the
members of the year.

Sarah discussed her current Summer Challenge and handed out instructions for
making a scrappy variant of the popular Around the World pattern. Her
version, Summer Trip, uses two jelly rolls and can be assembled in several
different configurations. If you have trouble with long seams, she says it works
well with fat quarters, too.

She also showed a brand-new star pattern she is developing, based on a center
square-in-a-square. It works up with just six fat quarters and a yard of
background.
