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MINUTES � NOVEMBER 5, 2024, SHINER HERITAGE QUILTERS MEETING

She said you may turn them into 
the Square Quilter. Darcy said that she has the blocks and forgot to bring them to 
the mee�ng and she will bring them to the Square Quilter this week. Carolyn also 
men�oned that she has a bag of backing fabric to give away if anyone is 
interested. 

• CHRISTMAS DINNER : Brenda explained Christmas Party details to the new 
members present. She also said that it was decided along with Guild officers that 
members may bring a guest if they so desire.
