COMMITTEE REPORTS:

NORMA’S HOUSE: 14 quilts were presented to DeAnne Novosad, director of 
Norma’s house. She then gave a very informa�ve talk explaining the working 
system of this organiza�on. They received over 900 reports of abuse and 582 
children were serviced last year, just from our three coun�es alone. They service 
children ages 0-18. There is never a charge to families. She stated that April is 
Child Abuse Preven�on Month. 20% of their budget comes from fund raisers. 
Bingo, Bags, and Badges will be held on April 14, 2025, in Gonzales. This is one of 
their big fund raisers.

NURSING HOME: 9 quilts were presented to Gladys Siefert, representa�ve of 
Shady Oak Nursing Home in Moulton. She shared with us how much the residents 
love the quilts we provide and that they some�mes even fight over them! She 
thanked us for our con�nued support.

SHINER FOOD PANTRY: Pastor Zumwalt presented a very informa�ve presenta�on 
of the working of the food pantry. They have need for more space to con�nue 
their great work and are adding an addi�onal 1000 square feet to their area. Food 
is distributed every Thursday morning and volunteers would be greatly 
appreciated!

BLOCK OF THE MONTH: A picture was taken of the members who completed the 
March block and Margo handed out the April block pa�ern which is becoming 
increasingly more complex!

YOUTH QUILTING: Irene thanked members for the completed bags she received 
and reminded everyone that volunteers will be needed for the last week of June 
on Monday – Wednesday from 9-12 and Thursday from 10 -12. Ages 10-15 will be 
accepted.

DONATION QUILT: Rae Nell reported that progress is coming along nicely. Many of 
the more difficult blocks are finished and the members will con�nue to meet on 
Mondays @ 12:30 p.m. at the Square Quilter.
